Cobargo is located on the far south coast of NSW, between 
Narooma and Bega on the Princes Highway.

By road: Cobargo is about eight hours’ drive from Melbourne, five 
hours from Sydney, and three hours from Canberra. The Cobargo 
Showground is about half a kilometre out of town on the Cobargo 
Bermagui Road. Follow the signs.
By Bus: Interstate buses pass through Cobargo. Premier Motor 
Service (Phone 133410) from Sydney or from Melbourne.
By Air: There are regional airports at Moruya and Merimbula, 
each about an hour’s drive away. REX (Regional Express) Rex 
Airlines flies to the region from both Sydney and Melbourne.
